
What Does TU Do For Me? 

 

I became a TU member in 1984. I 

learned this organization began in 
1959. The mission is to conserve, pro-

tect and restore North Americaôs cold-

water fisheries and their watersheds. 

TUôs active volunteers number over 

150,000 members with over 400 chap-

ters, in 35 states. Jointly, we are a 

strong voice in conservation arenas. 

 

TU offers 10 membership categories.  

Most TU expenditures are for grants. 

Grant monies are designated for a spe-
cific project(s).  Over 3/4, i.e., 76% of 

all funds spent go to conservation pro-

grams. Only 6% of the operating 

budget going to management and gen-

eral. 

 

In Oregon, we are fortunate to have 

four TU staff working with us. Two 

are in Portland, Kate Miller is a legal 

analyst focusing on issues affecting 

salmon and steelhead. Kate directs her 

skills and energy towards water flow 
and dam re-licensing. Alan Moore is 

acting director-Salmon. He directs his 

efforts towards issues influencing the 

continued existence of salmon. A third 

is Jack Williams, Ph.D. He directs 

TUôs  scientific applications for cold 

water fisheries and their habitat.  Jack 

lives in Medford while working 

throughout the U.S.  The fourth staff 

member is Mike Beagle.  He lives in 

Southern Oregon. He works with 
sportsmen on public land issues.  

Much of his effort goes towards pro-

tecting forests and thereby watersheds. 

 

We partner with these people to im-

prove habitat. Examples of successful 

efforts helping Oregon are; 1) Kate 

represents us on dam removal, such as 

the recent Marmot Dam removal 
Sandy, Klamath Basin Restoration 

Agreement and Bonneville dam re-

licensing.  2) Alan leads us as we begin 

Necanicum watershed restoration. For 

example, heôs gotten two grants totaling 

$53,000 with a third submitted while 

coordinating our efforts.  3) Within the 

Necanicum project, Jack will provide 

us with scientific parameters to measure 

before and after.  4) Mike just com-

pleted a successful effort entailing 
working with members of the US 

House and Senate to garner establish-

ment of the Copper Salmon Wilderness 

area, in southern Oregon. 

 

Our Oregon Council Chair-Tom Wolf 

represents us at the state legislature and 

governor. He puts forth a legislative 

agenda and monitors and testifies on 

our behalf.  Moreover, he leads us 

while working with ODFW, Mt. Hood 

conservation efforts, climate change 
and so on. 

 

Via our national office, members have 

access to countless support means.  We 

can learn about those at TU.org.  Board 

members have access to limited infor-

mation not available to the general 

membership. National provides us with 

a óTackle Box-a place to share ideas 

and has a library of leadership tools 

with sections on Conservation Projects, 
Youth Education, Membership Tools 

and Leadership Tools.  We have a 

Lines to Leaders electronic report pro-

viding us with countless techniques to 

enhance our chaptersô effectiveness.  
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TU con-

ducts

US. During 

those, we 

discuss and 

learn more 

about how 

locally we 

can improve and what TU resources are for 

our use. Iôve participated in many of those. 
TU maintains a Chapter Resources section 

where we have our chapter roster, can up-

date chapter information and other impor-

tant aspects of managing a chapter. Fur-

ther, we have a section available on such 

matters as chapter focus, fund raising and 

digital storefront. 

 

Over 50% of the hits to the TU web site 

are chapter searches. To that end, TU has a 

chapter section. As president, I can update 
our chapter information within such seg-

ments as chapter meetings, conservation 

projects and other salient topics. 

 

I strongly believe we receive a big bang for 

our $35.00 or so we donate in annual dues. 

I encourage everyone to get on TU.org and 

learn more about whatôs happening and 

available to us individually and as a chap-

ter. I have many communications with 

national and state personnel. I have the
